Only education can change our future

Education has the power of changing lives. Currently, we live in a reality
far from the perfect one. We have a defective educational system with poor
financial, human, and social investments from the government. There is
prejudice, racism, bullying, and violence at schools. Considering these
problems, we agree that this is not what we want. So, what education do we
want for the future?

The best education for the future starts with respecting each other.
Reality needs to be changed, a school that makes students feel comfortable
is essential to develop students’ abilities. Public policies to fight the
differences, such as contents about diversity that we have in Brazil and the
different types of people that are in schools, are important so that together
we can build a place with respect, unity, and friendship to make schools a
better place.

It is
important that there are people to criticize the government, so that can
happen, the population has to stop being ignorant. If we keep on doing the
same things, the world will remain the same.

Furthermore, it is worth noticing that schools prepare students for life or at
least, it has to be their goal. One problem in Brazil is the educational
system: schools are not good, the evaluation system is not efficient, and

We even know that racism and sexism are
entrenched in Brazil and that learning disabilities are a huge problem that is
still increasing. If we had psychological support, we could help them all.

It is true that if
we had this encouragement, the school would be a better and harmonious
place in which students would like to go to and learn.

In conclusion, education plays an important role in society’s fate. There
could be a change in social, political, and financial areas through programs
approaching the topics discussed above. By making investments in the
educational system to provide a quality education with psychological
support, the government could reach the education we want for the future.

Education is, as many people think of it, based on learning and life is
based on education.

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Conclusao

Analisando a producdo literaria de nossos alunos fica evidente a
preocupacdo com a situacao atual da educacao em sala de aula: qualidade
do ensino em escolas ndo satisfatéria, situacao precaria de algumas escolas,
desvalorizacédo dos professores, desmotivacdo dos estudantes, preconceito e
violéncia, falta de respeito por parte da sociedade e falta de investimento
por parte do governo. Assim como percebemos uma insatisfacdo com a
relagdo familiar nos dias de hoje: pais ausentes na vida dos filhos, o que
resulta em individuos carentes de afeto e educacao.

Compreendemos que a educacdo vai além da sala de aula, além da
constru¢do do conhecimento. A educagdo estd diretamente ligada ao
comportamento do individuo, aos seus atos na infancia e no futuro. Ao ler
0s textos produzidos, € visivel a procura por uma educacado que inicie em
casa, com pais presentes, participativos e ativos na vida tanto escolar
quanto familiar dos filhos e continue em sala de aula.

Observamos muitos relatos demonstrando insatisfacdo com a violéncia
presente nas escolas: violéncia verbal em forma de bullying e por vezes
tornando-se violéncia fisica em forma de agressdes, desrespeito por
diferencas fisicas e psicoldgicas, preconceito que se encontra instalado em
salas de aula e corredores.

E evidente o desejo de mudanca e melhora. A educa¢do que nossos
alunos querem para o futuro é uma educacéo de qualidade, com valorizacéo
e respeito tanto dos alunos quanto dos professores, salas de aula em boas
condigbes, professores motivados e alunos que queiram obter
conhecimento, que queiram aprender.
